B It’s cold, isn’t it?

A Not really for this time of the year.

C (coming along ) Excuse me, is this the right place to buy the rest of the tickets?
A Yes, it is – you can just take your place on the queue.

C Do you know how many tickets are left?

A I think it’s about 20.

B Where did you hear that?

A On the radio. 
(D is just passing by)

D Why are you standing here on this queue?

C To buy the last tickets.

D Are they for the show tonight?

C I hope so, that’s why I’m standing here!

D Are there still many tickets to sell?

C It seems to be!

(D takes a place on the queue)

(E walks along the queue up to A and posted himself before A)

A Look, did you notice that this is a queue?

E Oh, sorry, are you waiting to buy one of the tickets left?

A Yes I am – and I’m waiting already for a long time!
(E gets back to the end of the queue).
C (knock slightly on B shoulders) Excuse me, could you keep my place just for a while? I must buy something to eat. I’ll be back very quickly.
(B nodded, C walks to the kiosk, D and E move themselves forward.

D I hope this queue won’t last long, I’m cold.

E Do you have an idea how many tickets are left?

(C comes back with a hot dog on his hand and walks along to the queue up and down, then he forgot where he was on the queue. B waves him to come along.

B I am here, just come along!

C Thank you. You haven’t moved too much.  (B nodded).
(A cell telephone rings. Everyone turn around, curiously.

A Oh, Hi….I am now on the queue. What? What do you mean? They cannot do that with us! A lot of people are going to be disappointed. All right. I get it! Ok!

 (He turns to B). It seems that now it’s only 10 tickets left. A friend of mine just heard it on the radio.

C What’s happening there?
D What did he say?

B I heard that now there are only 10 tickets left.

E Only 10!

F Terrible! And there are still so many people in front of us!

G Let’s go. What are we waiting for?!

(G moves forward, pass along E, D, C, B e A pulling F by the hand.  E seems to be disorientated, but nevertheless follow him. (D e C follow their example). Finally B ran behind them, A does the same, saying they should wait for her.

A Hey, you can’t do that. The first ones ought to be cared first! I was there before you! Come back to the queue!
