Activity one

	Teacher write the word Relationship problems on the board and the bubbles WHAT DO YOU ASSOCIATE WITH IT?

General brainstorming

Tutor divides the class in groups of 3 learners and gives them the Comic “Dad has got a girlfriend”, together with a Mind Map sheet.  Learners should reflect about the Comic topic and fulfil the task. Teacher goes around and support learners with correct grammar.
One student of each group pin their mind map on the board. Teacher asks the learners to come on to the board and compare their results with the other groups.
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	Activity 2
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The learners of each group present the results in plenum.
Pair work. Teacher gives learners an exercise sheet to complete. Learners should describe the picture “Dad has got a girlfriend” and reflect about the characters they don’t see on it (Father/Mother), answering the required questions.
Correction: global discussion
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	Activity 3
Question cards

Empty cards
	Teacher form groups of 3-4 persons depending on level and class.

Teacher distributes 1 question card to each group and a sheet of instructions together with some empty cards. The groups collect ideas to answer the question card and write it down on the empty cards.

If necessary, teacher collects the cards and continues with the task on the following class.

	One person of each group pin up the question card on the board and the filled cards just below it.

In plenum learner reads the cards and sort them out according to their importance. Explain it. 
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	Teacher asks them about their feelings and about the message they have understood.
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	Production:

Further suggestions for the teacher

Objectives
· the learner will have the opportunity to reflect about the given situation from a different point of view. 

· the learner will be able to slip into a different role and express himself/herself as another character.

· the learner will be able to ask for and give advices.

· the learner will extend his/her vocabulary

· the learners will activate his/her creativity drawing or collecting pictures from magazines and turn it into a collage, in order to produce a comic.
To be adapted to the class level

· Ask the learners to produce an own comic to this topic (drawing or collage)

· Change the situation: “Mom has got a boyfriend” 

· Improve the use of past and future forms with adequate exercises

· Ask the learners to write a short letter to a magazine asking for advice  

(Agony column). Let the learners make some suggestions and write it out on the blackboard. They should continue writing the text. Go around, help them out if needed.  The letters will be “posted” in a box.

· Now, each learner will be the adviser. Let each one get a “letter” from the box and answer it, giving the girl best advices to comfort her and solve her problems. Tell them that if they get their own letter, they should put it back and get another one from the box.
