ACTIVITY 4 : What´ s the painting about?

The learner will have to work with a lot of different vocabulary: about paintings, arts, colours, instructions,…

It is certainly useful to bring some reproductions of paintings to start the exercise with an example.

But the goal of this exercise is that one learner describes exactly what he/she sees and the other tries to draw the pictures (that means to place the elements described in the right place of the picture, to get the right colour, etc…). This can be done with A2 learners in an easy way but also with B2 learners who can deliver more precise information.

Example of description:

“From top to bottom: On this picture there is a landscape with three main parts. It is a sunny day. In the left corner of the picture, there is the sun. It is yellow. The sky is blue on the top of the picture and grows brighter and brighter till about a third of the painting. Directly under the sky there are on the right side some green trees, in the middle a turquoise river and on the left side there is a green hill. 

Down to the right there are some cows on grazing land with a lot of flowers (white, blue, red…). In the middle the turquoise river is larger and more glittering. From its beginning till the border of the picture the river flows sinuously through the landscape. On the left side of the river there is a meadow on which a family in swimming suits is having a pick nick. …..”

d. Describe the picture to your partner: he/she should try to draw it while following   your instructions.

ACTIVITY 5 : Famous artists
After filling the grid with information about some artists the learners will prepare quiz cards about famous artists. Each group should try to find out the personalities´ names and so on as quick as possible.

To give information about an artist and to prepare a short speech about him/her, the learner will have to find the necessary information in internet.
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
