ACTIVITY 1 : Where are these people from? 

a. 
Look at the following figures 

For the tutor/teacher: Give the learners the sheets 1 and 2 (Learner´ s sheets). Explain that they are going to reflect about the nationality of each person below. Make learners aware of the fact that they should follow their intuition when giving a nationality to each figure. 

b. 
More details about the persons
For the tutor/teacher: Explain to the learners that they should try to find for each person a name which fits with the nationality. The learners should also write the country and the place of origin as well as the profession and the age of the figures in the grid below.

 Give some examples: 5. The man’s name is Thomas O´ Malay. He is Irish and comes from Limerick . He is a farmer. He is 46 years old.

c. Which characteristics induce you to choose a particular nationality for each person? 

For the tutor/teacher:  Grid to facilitate the work. Tell the learners that they are expected to give some reasons for their choice regarding the nationality of each person. The point is that learners get aware that in the back of their mind they have clichés which influence their view of people and behaviour.
Ex.: Nr. 1 is from Scotland because she has got red hair and her skin is white.

d.
Compare your answers with those of your partner/s.         

For the tutor/teacher: The learners are asked to compare their answers. It is a good opportunity to underline the stereotypical pictures they were unconsciously using when writing.

Suggestion: the learners write on cards the stereotypical pictures and pin them on a wall. The whole class discusses about what they recognize as stereotypes.

Stereotype in the example below : “Americans are fat and eat a lot of hamburgers”
Ex.: I don´ t think that number 1 is from Scotland. For me she looks like an American woman because she is quite fat. And people in America eat a lot of hamburgers. 

ACTIVITY 2 : It is typical for ……, isn´ t it? 
For the tutor/teacher: 

Warm up: the tutor/teacher gives examples:

With Germany we generally associate “beer”. 

With Spain we generally associate “flamenco”.

The tutor asks the students what they associate with different nationalities like Italy, France, Sweden, Portugal, Poland, Russia, …. The answers are collected on the board.
The learners get this sheet and make the exercises in pair. The first part with the grid is used to stress the fact that stereotypes are part of our daily life.

The Tutor/teacher should explain that stereotypes have negative effects but also positive ones (e.g.: our mind always works with similarities and stereotypes help us to recognize features of a situation)

Ex: 
Knowing that French people kiss each other when meeting, helps us to react appropriately in that situation. (( positive effect)


Believing that Russian people steal cars let us hesitate to travel to that country.                 (( negative effect)

Now ask the learners:

· if they agree with the statements made in part a and b

· if they can give more examples of stereotypes

· where they are confronted to stereotypes

· how they can avoid using stereotypes when speaking about foreign countries/people

A learner or the tutor  writes the suggestions on a board.

Expressions including stereotypical statements about different nationalities.

Young Turk
A Young Turk is a young person who is rebellious and difficult to control in a company, team or organisation.

Explanation: Turkish people are said to have bad temper, not to control themselves. When speaking together they are lively and loud so that from outside it looks like quarrelling. 

Greek to me
If you don't understand something, it's all Greek to you.

Explanation: It is said that the Greek language is difficult to learn. It has got other letter signs than our Roman ones so that we can´t easily read it( we don´ t understand it.

Dutch uncle
A Dutch uncle is a person who gives unwelcome advice.

Explanation: Dutch people used to have strong family relationship. It inevitably leads to the medding of older people or relatives in the private life of the younger generation.

French leave
To take French leave is to leave a gathering without saying goodbye or without permission.

Explanation: It is said that during the Napoleon war French soldiers who wanted to quit the army tried to leave the camp without being seen.

Like Chinese arithmetic
If something is complicated and hard to understand, it's like Chinese arithmetic.

Explanation: the fact that arithmetic might appear difficult to learn for a lot of people added to the fact that Chinese is said to be a  very difficult language to learn give the impression that one is confronted to an insolvable task.
ACTIVITY 3 :The beginning of the story
Behaviour

For the tutor/teacher: Hand out the sheet with ”activity 3”. The learners are asked to reflect about the topic “Queuing”. People’s behaviour when queuing is not the same in all countries. Ask the learners to compare the way of queuing in different countries and different situations. When having given an answer to 1. and 2.  the learners write the list (2.) on a board. They discussed the results, eventually classified them  in categories. The learners are asked to summarise their own feelings when being in a queue.

Ex.: I don´ t feel well in a queue because I don´ t like when people are too close to me.

For the tutor/teacher : Learners should have a close look at the comic and imagine where the people are and what they are doing there. The learners take notes to be able to report their interpretation in plenum.. 

For the tutor/teacher: The learners have to check the list on the right to see if they know all words. They choose the most suitable adjectives for each person. 
ACTIVITY 4: And they were more…

a. Pair work With your partner: Describe the people on the right comic.

For the tutor/teacher: The learners receive the sheet. They have to make a description of the people on the right picture: clothes, hair, weight, shape of the head, character traits, etc…. and to present the results to the class.

The tutor gives an example choosing a person of the left picture:

The woman is wearing a black dress, she has got green eyes and auburn hair. She is wearing sport shoes. Her socks are the same colour than her hair.

b. What are the people doing there?

For the tutor/teacher: The tutor explains that the story can be the following of the written part under activity 3, point 3 but it can also be a new story.

After writing each pair reads the story for the class. The teacher collects the sheets and corrects them at home. 
ACTIVITY 5: The whole comic strip

For the tutor/teacher: The teacher gives the whole comic strip to the learners and keeps strip 2 for her/himself.

In part a the learners reflect upon the comment made by the lady and write their proposal on a card. All cards are pinned in an adequate place of the class. They read all suggestions, give points to each to select the three best ones.
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a. THE RIGHT COMMENT: Learners write your suggestion on a card. Pin it on a pin board. In plenum read all suggestions, give points to each to select the three best ones.

b. CREATIVITY: Where is the group? What happened? Why are they queuing? Describe the situation

For the tutor/teacher: In part b one learner starts to answer one of the three questions. The tutor stops her/him in the middle of a sentence and another learner has to continue the sentence and answering the questions. The tutor stops that learner again in the middle of a sentence and another learner continues it, and so on…
c. ROLE PLAY:  According to the situation you described, take a role and imagine a possible dialog between these people.

For the tutor/teacher:  In part c the learners select a role and act a possible dialog between the persons in the queue. 

After the role play the tutor gives the original strip to the learners.

d. YOUR COMIC: Take the figures of the comic strip (or some of them) and create your own comic strip.  When ready fix them on the walls of the class and compare your creations.

For the tutor/teacher: The learners are given the chance to create their own comic strip in the following frame. 

After drawing and writing the comments learners present their work to all.

Frame for the comic.
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
