Analysis of behaviour’s pattern
	The teacher forms groups of 3 or 4 depending on the level and class.

The teacher distributes relevant words about “Love”. The students will write meaningful sentences about it
The students give short explanations about the vocabulary on the strips, using a dictionary when necessary.

The students will write each of the 5 words they´ve got in individual cards and put them in a box.

ACTIVITY 1: Warm up

· Give the learners a strip with several words about a family, partnership, and career.
· Put the students into pairs and ask them to reflect on the words and discuss it with their partner.
· Tell them to choose two of the given words and write each of them on two blank cards. Then they should write a statement about the reasons for their choice on the back and pin it up on the blackboard.
B. Statements
· Divide the learners into groups. 

· Give them 3 different statements and ask them to choose one of them. They should discuss it with their partner and take notes on a card about the reasons for their choice.

· Tell them to find another group that got the same statement and they should discuss about it together.
· Encourage them to argue if they don´t agree with the other group.
· Cut the statements 1/2/3 and stick them side by side on the blackboard.
· Ask the students to bring their cards to the blackboard and pin them up under the chosen statement.
· The groups should now gather together in front of the statements and look at them.
· It might be interesting to notice how many groups chose the same statement.
 ACTIVITY 2:
· Put the students into pairs. 

· Give them a sheet with a comic and explain that they should reflect on the given situation and decide how they would react. How do they feel?
· They should look for another partner to get insight in different opinions.
· Tell them to take notes about the questions on point C and decide on pros and cons
· Help them out giving input.
                                                                                                              ACTIVITY 3: Use your imagination 
· Put the students into groups of 3
· Give them a profile sheet and tell them to fill it out with additional information about the main character.
· The students will change partners and compare the results in order to get different insights.
· Make sure there will be a lively discussion in plenum.
ACTIVITY 4:
Writing Skills
· Put the students into pairs
· Quickly go through a mind map about writing a letter asking for advice. 

· Ask the students to give some examples.

· Give them the plot to write to the “Agony Column”
· Let them exchange the letters with another pair in order to correct mistakes.

· Give them support to improve work quality.
Activity 5: Extending vocabulary Level B2-C1
· Divide the class into groups of 3 or 4
· Give the students a strip of words together with 5 blank cards.
· Tell them to write each word in one card, giving a short explanation for each word on its back.
· Give the students input and correct the explanations.
· Tell them to write a meaningful sentence for each expression. Give them an example
· Place a box on the table and let students drop their cards into it.
· Shake the box to mix the cards and let one student at a time get one card out of it   (if they happen to get their own card, they must put it back and get another one).
· Tell them to discussion it with their partners and decide how they could use this word in a story. Give them an example. They will have 5 minute to make up their mind. 
· A voluntary will begin telling a story using the word they´ve got. Another student will follow, trying to adapt their word to the story.
· Encourage them to tell a funny or dramatic story.
ACTIVITY 6: More material resources Level B2-C1
Writing Skills
Group work: 3 students

· Explain the students that they are to write an essay about one´s disappointment in life.
· Revise with them the definition of essay: “An essay is an explanatory presentation, usually from a personal point of view. The essay often deals with cultural or social phenomena and is non-fictional but often subjective; it tries to explain, comment, or judge.
· Discuss an example of an essay in plenum.

· Tell them to exchange their work with another group in order to correct the spelling, and give them an opportunity of experiencing different points of view.

· Then the students will send their work to the teacher by mail.

· Print it and bring it back to the next class and pin it up on the blackboard.
· Final discussion in plenum.
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
