Lesson: Women’s day
Summary of the activity

Total time: 2 X 50’                   Level:  B2-C1        
      
All languages
Global objectives

· the learner will be able to guess/fill in the empty balloons for the first two pictures in a B2-C1 language level;
· the learner will be able to explain to the class why he/she wrote theses sentences (argumentation);
· the learner will be able to react on the third picture;
· the learner will be able to take part in a discussion about the status of women nowadays (to compare it with the situation in his/her own country, etc.). (argumentation)
· the learner will be able to listen to an oral document about the situation of women in general;
· the learner will be able to read and understand some famous authors’ quotations about women.

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	Learner’s document 1
	The teacher gives a first document to each student: this one is empty (the text explaining the caricature was first erased).
The students have to imagine some sentences to explain both pictures.
Original picture 1 is   “Because of Women’s day, I’m giving a 10% discount, it’s very interesting in your case!” 

Picture 2:  “For me, it’s women’s day everyday.”
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	Each student explains what he wrote about the picture and why he did so. The students start to discuss about their choice.
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	Learner’s document 2
	In groups of four, the students begin to debate on the basis of a questionnaire given by the teacher.
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	A podcast document

Learner’s document 3 (in French)
	1. Listening comprehension: the students listen just once to a three-minute broadcast (from our regional French radio) on the situation of women all over the world. They can take some notes to present a summary afterwards.
2. One of them presents his summary.

3. The teacher gives the transcription of the broadcast and makes listen to it a second time with the transcription. The teacher solves the lexical or grammatical points of misunderstanding.
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	Learner’s document 4
	The teacher reads some famous authors’ quotations about women and waits for the students’ spontaneous reactions.
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
